In March we were blessed to work with 3 families from Elgin, Iowa. 

The team was different from most teams that we have hosted. This 

group was made up of 8 adults and 6 young children. These families 

prepared for several months for this Mission trip. They all 

(including the children) participated in fund raisers, prayer meet-

ings and overnight trainings where they cooked and served Belizean 

dishes. The children collected school supplies to share at one of the 

local Primary schools. They also learned some Spanish words and 

phrases so they could communicate with the local children in Bella 

Vista Village. They learned songs in Spanish as well.  

The group worked at the San Isidro Primary School and also did 

VBS daily at the church in Bella Vista Village. They also had some 

very busy work days at the camp. They helped pour the foundation 

for our storage room and they also helped  finish the septic for the 

cookõs bathroom. All this work was done in temps above 90 degrees 

with a heat index over 100 degrees. This was a big change for a 

group who had just come from Iowa where there was still snow on 

the ground. They were real troopers and even the children helped 

with the hard work.
